2.5. The Content is determined by the editorial stuff of rightsholders. The Service Administration
provides the identity of the content of the printed and electronic versions of the publications but
IS not responsible for their content. The Service can contain materials targeted at adult Users
only.

3. Prohibited actions:

3.1. Using the Site or the Application in any way that can interfere with the Service’s normal
functioning.

3.2. Using any method for selecting a password, performing hacking or any other activity
allowing to gain access to the Service on behalf of another User against the will of this User.

3.3. Using Content to save, play, copy and distribute outside the Service.

4. Content available within the framework of the Service

4.1. The Content posted on the Site or in the Application as well as the elements of design, text,
graphics, illustrations, scripts, programs, sounds and other objects and its selection are protected
by the Intellectual property Legislation of the Russian Federation.

4.2. The User can download Content into the memory of the mobile terminal through the
Application only. Save for the cases set up by this Offer or by the current legislation of the
Russian Federation, not a single Content can be copied, processed, distributed, published,
transferred, sold or otherwise used, in whole or in part, without the prior permission of the
Administration or the copyright holders of this Content.

5. Sites and materials of the third parties

6. The rights of the Administration.

6.3 In case of the User’s violation of this Offer, the Administration reserves the right to transfer
the relevant User’s personal data to the law enforcement authorities.

7. User’s guarantees and responsibilities

7.1. The User is personally responsible for any information he makes publicly available
(publishes) on the Site, in the Application or with the use of them.

7.2. The User is responsible to the Administration for the compliance with this Offer’s terms.
7.3. The User agrees to reimburse any losses incurred by the Service Administration due to the

User’s improper usage of the Site or the Application and/or the User’s violation of this Offer
and/or rights (including copyrights, patent and information rights) of the third parties.

8. Terms of Service providing

8.1. To gain access to the Service, the User should connect to the Service following one of the
ways described in this Offer.

8.3. The User who connects to the Service for the first time has the possibility of free usage of
the Service (hereinafter — Promotional Period). Promotional Period includes 7 (seven) net days
starting from the moment of connecting to the Service.

VISA card and MasterCard are accepted to perform the payment.

The payment over the Internet is performed in accordance with the Rules of International
Payment Systems Visa and MasterCard on conditions of confidentiality and security of the
payment for which the most advanced methods for testing, encryption and transmission of data
through secure channels are used. Bank card data is entered on the “Alfa-Bank” JSC secured
payment page.

On the page for entering the bank card data, the User shall enter the card number, the name of
the cardholder, card expiry date and three-digit security code (CVV2 for VISA or CVC2 for
MasterCard). All required information can be found on the card itself. Three-digit code is three
numbers on the back side of the card. After that the User is redirected to the User’s bank page
for entering 3DSecure code received by the User through SMS. In case the 3DSecure code is not
received, the User should contact the bank that issued the card.

Personal information provided by the User (name, address, phone number, e-mail, card number)
is confidential and shall not be disclosed. The bank card details are transferred in encrypted form
only and are not saved on Service Administration Website.

The period of Service usage is not referred to the calendar month and is counted from the
moment of the connecting the Service by the User.

8.7. At the end of the Service usage paid period, the billing for the prolongation of the Service
usage is performed automatically for the same period. Automatic billing can be deactivated in
the User’s personal account by deselecting “Renew subscription automatically” item.

In case of automatic subscription renewal disabling, the access to the Service is maintained for
the paid period left. At the end of this period the User loses the access to all Service functions.

court orders, or other legal process.

9.2.5. In addition, we reserve the right to use the information we collect about your computer,
mobile or other device (including its geographic location), which may at times be able to identify
you, for any lawful business purpose, including without limitation to help diagnose problems
with our servers, to gather broad demographic information, analyze trends, track users'
movements around the Service, and to otherwise administer the Service. Geographic location
information about you and/or your computer, mobile or other device may specifically be used to
show you content and sponsored messaging based on geographic location.

9.2.6. We reserve the right to use aggregated, anonymous data about our users as a group for any
lawful business purpose, such as analyzing usage trends and seeking compatible advertisers,
sponsors, clients and customers.

9.2.7. In addition, as our business changes, we may buy or sell various assets. In the event all or
a portion of the assets owned or controlled by us, our parent or any subsidiary or affiliated entity
are sold, assigned, transferred or acquired by another company, the anonymous information from
and/or about our Service users may be among the transferred assets.

9.2.8. If you don't agree to the terms contained in this Privacy Policy, you must immediately exit
the Service

9.2.9. We reserve the right to identify you from your Registration Information and/or to merge or
co-mingle anonymous or non-personally identifiable data about you, your offline and online
behavior, and/or your computer, mobile or other device (including its geographic location), with
your Registration Information and/or other personally identifiable data for any lawful business
purpose.

9.3. Local Device Storage and other Tracking Technologies:

9.3.1. The Service may place and/or store code or other types of information and/or devices (e.g.,
"cookies™) on your computer, mobile or other device ("Local Device Storage"). We may use
Local Device Storage for any lawful business purpose, including without limitation to help
diagnose problems with our servers, to gather broad demographic information, to analyze trends,
to conduct research, to deliver editorial content, to record registration and personalization
information, and to otherwise administer the Service.
